Nutrient Management Guidelines – 

Mark McFarland was not able to make the conference call: He provided this report:

At this time, Craig Derickson and I have identified all the contacts and have scheduled a teleconference for May 12.  Scheduling conflicts delayed us somewhat.  He and I will be working together in advance of that meeting to develop the agenda.

 

There is a tremendous amount of interest in this area.  In the south, some multi-state groups are organizing to target the issue.  State regulatory agencies also are expressing concern about variations among labs with regard to recommendations.  There are significant implications for the regulated community (CAFOs, AFOs, municipal solid waste).  There also are issues regarding the current and future role of LGUs and their laboratories as the primary source of science and information related to soil testing.  One aspect that continues to surface is the difference between agronomic and environmental soil testing.

 

NASULGC Follow-up? 

The CSL agreed to revisit this topic during our summer meeting.   

 CEAP: The CEAP Blue Ribbon panel (organized by SWCS) is meeting this week in DC.   They will focus on recommendations on how CEAP information can be used to inform the Farm Bill debate.  SWCS is posting information and reports from the Blue Ribbon panel on their website.

National Association of Counties (NACo) –Follow-up by Tom Simpson and Robin Shepard will be reported on in the next conference call.  greed to follow-up on this.

Logo Revision – Done!  Some states are not comfortable with the name changes.

Water Security – Jim Dobrowolski informed the CSL that the listening session report and agency Water Security white paper are moving towards completion. The white paper will be reviewed by the Directors next. They will be posted on the CSREES official website before moving onto the NIWQP website.   

The 2007 Farm Bill – 
It was suggested that a university person would be very useful this coming Fall in D.C. to provide guidance and energies on the planning and language of the Farm Bill. This would help assure that someone was representing the need for educational and extension programs in the Farm  Bill.  Jerry Miller pointed out that the upcoming ANR national meeting in KC next week will discuss this issue and look for ways to connect with Jack Payne’s efforts.
