1) National Awards – Lisa:

3) National Conference – Greg

4) Spring CSL Date and Location:

5) Summer CSL Dates:

There was discussion about changing the dates slightly.  It was proposed that the meeting begin at 8:00 AM on the Wednesday, July 25th and end (tentatively) at 5:00 PM on the 26th.  CSL are asked to hold Friday the 27th on your calendars for now until the meeting at the conference when these dates and agenda can be finalized more.  It was noted that the first day of this meeting conflicts with other university water resources meetings.

6) CSREES update: As usual, notification will be sent to the WQ-L and CSL lists after RFAs are published.

406 - Lisa reported that the RFAs are currently being drafted.  The 406 water Quality RFA is expected to be published in Dec. or early Jan.  It will be left open for 90 days to accommodate extra time needed with electronic application requirement.

CEAP - A separate RFA will be released for the CEAP synthesis study.  We are working on this with our agency partners now.  This RFA will likely be published in early Feb.

Regional Continuations - Guidance will be prepared on requirements for Regional Coordination continuations.  The continuation proposals will be expected to come in through Grants.gov.  We expect that a separate brief “RFA” will be posted on Grants.gov providing instructions on the required materials for the continuation proposals.  The same basic materials will be required, but some of the forms are slightly changed.  More information will be provided during our Jan. call and at the Feb. meeting.
