Directions to the Kentucky 
Leadership Center 

Traveling Cumberland 
Parkway 

Take the Nancy Exit. 
Traveling east, turn right (or 
west, turn left) onto KY 80. 
Go past the church and 
one house; then turn right at 
the KY Leadership Center 
sign. This road dead ends 
into KY 196 at Faubush (3 
miles). Turn right onto KY 
196, following it 12 miles to 
the Leadership Center 
(road makes a sharp left 
turn at Jabez). 

Traveling Kentucky 80 

Take KY 80 west from 
Somerset. Get on KY 196 at 
Nancy and stay on it until 
the road ends - about 17 
miles from Nancy (road 
makes a sharp left turn at 
Jabez).
