To enlighten Arkansas' farmers and ranchers to the best management practices 
that will sustain agricultural practices while protecting and enhancing Arkansas' 
natural environment, with special emphasis placed upon water quality issues 
while complying with new local, state, and federal legislation. In doing so, we 
strive to become a highly recognized water quality training program.
