Land-based management practices versus enhanced water treatment by
utilities to meet drinking water quality standards for surface sources
Scientific studies versus environmental advocacy for dealing with water
treatment, water quality and health issues, to include emphasis on
benefits and hazards of chlorination or other methods for disinfection,
fluoridation and other water treatment methods

Growing concerns for drinking water contamination from pharmaceuticals
and other products used to promote good health in humans and animals
Common drinking water problems and solutions for private well owners
Shams and scams associated with drinking water
