The NAWMDN has grown from 18 producers in 2005 to 300 
cooperating producers in 25 Nebraska counties in 2008.

ET information from over 150 producers’ sites was posted weekly 
to the Web site during the initial summer of 2008.

The Web site (http://(http://water.unl.edu/cropswater/nawmdnwater.unl.edu/cropswater/nawmdn))
shares on-farm data with neighbors and actively engages 
producers in irrigation management.

Impact: Cooperating producers report annual reduced 
irrigation applications of 2” to 3”.
