· Convene a conf. call of the workshop subcommittee to work on the plan and agenda.
Where to from here…
Rebecca recounted recent conversations with CSL.  There is a strong focus on the future of the budget. However, it is still the CSL’s desire to affirm an approach to Liaison SLT activities based on the conversation in Park City.  
Rebecca introduced two structural modification documents that incorporated Susan and Lloyd’s written suggestions and verbal suggestions from others.  The group reviewed both the proposed structural and name clarifications and discussed:
Structural options:
1- No change

2- Identifies Liaisons as the core team; list topics prior to calls/meetings and share with other regional staff and NFPs to encourage participation
3- Group encompasses the liaisons and other regional staff; allows regions to appoint the core rep to the steering team; all relative individuals to participate in calls and meetings
Name options:
1- Regional Liaison Standing Leadership Team
2- Regional Program Support Network

3- Regional Support Coordinating Committee
Most on the call were amendable to encouraging participation of regional support personnel and NFPs in bimonthly calls and biannual meetings.  However, modifying the structure and changing the name on paper was dissuaded.  Several felt that documenting statements that deviated from the status quo would not be well received by the CSL during the Park City meeting.  So, the current plan is to continue as we have, but will solicit participation from those individuals supporting the regions and NFPs (as they can/have interest) in upcoming meetings and calls. 
For future communications with the CSL, the SLT will not vet communications through the CSL Executive Committee – any communications will be submitted to and vetted through the CSL Past Chair for presentation to and discussion with the entire CSL
National Water Quality Conference - Workshop
