Report from Regions:
Region 10

Activities/Priority Issues:

· WSU Puget Sound Counties (12 counties) are involved with the Puget Sound Partnership (PSP) that has around $30M in funding. The 12 county offices have formed an Education,  Communication, and Outreach Network (ECOnet) to put together a comprehensive approach to education around the  Puget Sound that saves on redundancy and more importantly competitiveness when applying for funding from the PSP. 

· Three new publications have been developed by South Sound WSU faculty and staff to be used in educational opportunities with home owners, “Living on the Shore: A Resident’s Guide to Creating and Maintaining a Sound Landscape, a Rain Garden Manual for the soils in the Sound Counties, and a LID/Stormwater Management Guide. The LID manual has been accepted by the WA State Department of Ecology as a guide for all of Western Washington. 

· The Water Resource Management Task Force has been assembled by the Dean of CAHRNS to assess education needs around the State.

· Alaska Extension has received grants for State-wide Septic and Well Education and more grant funds are being pursued.

Opportunity for multi-regional collaboration and/or elevation to national level:

· The Liaison has been asked to produce a video conference with the Office of Environmental Assessment at Region 10 to track the research being done around the country on Air Quality and Climate Change. Regions 1, 3, 4, 5, 9, and 10 have researchers who will interviewed for the program that will air sometime late summer or early fall 2008.Many of the Universities are LGUs. 
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
